We announce to all bakers in Jerusalem that in accordance with the assessment done by the council, it
has become clear that it would be acceptable by both backers and residents if the above-mentioned
types of bread would be sold in accordance with the recorded weighs and prices. Accordingly, backers
should cut [the bread] in accordance with the assigned weighs and then sell in accordance with the
assigned prices with the exception of al-frinjila.[ Therefore,] if anyone after three days from the date
below disobeys this warning, he will be subject to punishment. So, beware of disobeying. In order for
this to be known, these directions were published on the 10" of Tishrin Awwal (1)311 (22™ of October
1895).
